FOURTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 

From Father Joe: 
 

Satan and Hell are realities you need to be aware of 
 
You may be wondering why at the end of Masses we are now praying the St. Michael prayer to eliminate Sa-
tan and his minions from our lives. It is because of the tremendous amount of evil that is flooding our lives 
from many sources: political, entertainment, and some even from sources within the Church. 
 
It is strange that although the belief in Satan and hell as realities of our spiritual world is diminishing among 
Catholics, world belief in Satanism and the occult and paganism is on the rise. The ministry of exorcism is 
also on the rise throughout the world. 
 
You need to know the church teaches that Satan as a personal existence is real, and so is our spiritual destiny 
of heaven, purgatory, or hell. 
 
Catholics are often convinced by friends that things such as ouiji boards, horoscopes, fortune tellers, saging 
houses to chase evil spirits, etc…, are harmless entertainment, but they are doorways to the occult and de-
mons, and should be avoided because they do a tremendous amount of spiritual harm. 
 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church rejects these things as harmful. Article 2116 and 2117 of the Cate-
chism state: 
 

2116 All forms of divinaƟon are to be rejected: recourse to Satan or demons, conjuring up the dead or other 
pracƟces falsely supposed to "unveil" the future. ConsulƟng horoscopes, astrology, palm reading, interpreta-
Ɵon of omens and lots, the phenomena of clairvoyance, and recourse to mediums all conceal a desire for 
power over Ɵme, history, and, in the last analysis, other human beings, as well as a wish to conciliate hidden 
powers. They contradict the honor, respect, and loving fear that we owe to God alone. 
 

2117 All pracƟces of magic or sorcery, by which one aƩempts to tame occult powers, so as to place them at 
one's service and have a supernatural power over others - even if this were for the sake of restoring their 
health - are gravely contrary to the virtue of religion. These pracƟces are even more to be condemned when 
accompanied by the intenƟon of harming someone, or when they have recourse to the intervenƟon of de-
mons. Wearing charms is also reprehensible. SpiriƟsm oŌen implies divinaƟon or magical pracƟces; the 
Church for her part warns the faithful against it. Recourse to so-called tradiƟonal cures does not jusƟfy ei-
ther the invocaƟon of evil powers or the exploitaƟon of another's credulity. 
 
Our Political world has become dominated by view that promotes abortion as a woman’s right over her body 
at any stage of development, some even promoting infanticide. This is clearly the work of Satan and his pow-
er. The sacrifice of one human life so another can claim a false autonomy over their body. 
 
Pope John Paul II states: “Laws which legitimize the direct killing of innocent human beings through abortion 
or euthanasia are in complete opposition to the inviolable right to life proper to every individual; they thus 
deny the equality of everyone before the law.” (Pope John Paul II, Evangelium vitae (1995), no. 72.) 
 
As the catechism of the Catholic church states: in paragraphs 2070 and 2072: 
 

2270 Human life must be respected and protected absolutely from the moment of concepƟon. From the 
first moment of his existence, a human being must be recognized as having the rights of a person - among 
which is the inviolable right of every innocent being to life. 
 

2272 Formal co-operaƟon in an aborƟon consƟtutes a grave offence. The Church aƩaches the canonical 
penalty of excommunicaƟon to this crime against human life. 'A person who procures a completed aborƟon 
incurs excommunicaƟon latae sentenƟae' 'by the very commission of the offence', and subject to the condi-
Ɵons provided by Canon Law . The Church does not thereby intend to restrict the scope of mercy. Rather, 
she makes clear the gravity of the crime commiƩed, the irreparable harm done to the innocent who is put to 
death, as well as to the parents and the whole of society.

RECEIVING COMMUNION WITH A MASK ON 
When receiving Holy Communion please remember not to remove your mask until after the priest or Eucha-
ristic  Minister puts the Sacred Host in your hand at which time you step aside, lift your mask, consume the 
Host and then immediately cover your face back with the mask.  Also, Holy Communion will be distributed 
in the hand.  Anyone receiving it on the tongue will have to wait until all have received and then go to the end 
of the line that the priest is distributing Communion in.
