What is Shingles?
(continued from 7/11/21 bulletin)
Who isat risk of getting shingles?
No matter how healthy you feel, your immune system
declines as you age, and that puts you at an increased risk
for shingles-especialy if you're over 50 years old.
Shindles Symptoms

Shingles typically produces a painful rash that blisters and
scabs over in 7 to 10 days; it will usually clear up within 2
-4 weeks. Over 96% of people who get shiingles experi-
ence acute pain, and many describe the pain as aching,
burning, stabbing, or shock-like. In addition, some people
experience complications that can lead to long-term health
problems. The most common complication is postherpetic
neuralgia (PHN), severe pain that can last for months or
even yearsin the area of the healed rash. Other possible
complications include scarring, complications with
vision (if the rash appears around the eye), and par-
tial weakness/paralysis of the areas served by affect-
ed nerves.

By word and example, the godparents will encourage the candidate to live the Christian
life and fulfill faithfully the obligations connected with it. (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874).

A sponsor must:

o beat least 16 years of age.

« have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist & Confirmation.

o if married, must have been married in the Catholic Church.

 attend Mass faithfully participating in the life and support of the Church, receiving the Eucharist, and
leading a life according to the teachings of the Church.

o beregistered at the Parish of St. Pio of Pietrelcinafor at least six (6) months prior to the request.

Please note, if you received all your sacraments at St. Pio of Pietrelcina years ago but now live elsewhere,
you are a member of the parish in whose territory you reside. This is where the sponsor certificate must be
obtai ned.
