                    Faith During a Dark Time  
     
As I was preparing for this weekends homily I 
came upon this very timely reflection by Dr. John 
Bergsma in his book: The Word of the Lord, Re-
flections on the Sunday Mass Readings, and I 
thought I would share it with you—Fr. Joe    
   
In a dark time of the 
world history, in 
which Christians are 
suppressed, tor-
tured, and killed in 
Muslim and com-
munist countries, 
and in the “free 
world: secularists 
enjoy almost total 
control over the in-
stitutions of educa-
tion and media in 
order to indoctrinate 
society with the 
idea that “science” has disproven God and all human 
ills are traceable to religion, especially Christianity 
and its despised morality of marriage and family-in 
this dark time, it’s helpful to remember that times 
were frequently dark in the past as well: when Eze-
kiel prophesied under the oppression of the Babylo-
nian empire, when Jesus prophesied under the op-
pression of the roman empire. The Messiah and all 
connected with Him perpetually look small and even 
pathetic: a mere mustard seed.  Yet in way unseen it 
grows.  It does not die; it grows; it fills the whole 
earth; it brings eternal life to those who seek its 
shade.  It is the great spiritual empire, the Tree of 
Life which all birds and beasts (Gentiles) of the 
world can eat and gain eternal life.

     8 Reasons to Go to Mass by Thomas Lickona—continued  
   
                        “Do this in memory of me.”- Jesus (Luke 22:19)  
   
     
“If you really thought about who you are, who God is, and how much thanks 
you owe Him, you would want to go to Mass.  The Mass would become the 
source and center of your spiritual life.” - James Stenson  
   
 
5. What we do at Mass. 
The Mass is first of all a  sacrifice — the perfect sacrifice, created by Jesus. 
Through the priest we offer Jesus, Body and Blood, to the Father, just as Jesus of-
fered Himself to the Father on the Cross. In an unbloody way, we repeat — make present — Christ's death and Resur-
rection. Through this memorial of Jesus, we offer God our praise, sorrow for our sins, and deepest thanks.  
 
The Mass is also a  meal. At the Consecration, the bread and wine, through the power of the Holy Spirit, become the 
Body and Blood of Christ. Not a mere symbol, but Jesus's real flesh and real blood, under the appearance of bread and 
wine. When we receive Holy Communion, we receive Jesus Himself. He is real food for our soul. He said this very plain-
ly:  I say to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you do not have life within you. Whoever 
eats my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal life, and I will raise him on the last day. My flesh is true food, and my 
blood is true drink. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me and I in him. (John 6:55-56).  
   
What are the benefits of Holy Communion? It strengthens our union with Jesus; He lives within us in a special way. It 
cleanses us from venial sins. (Mortal sins require forgiveness in Confession.) It gives us grace to avoid sin in the future. 
It increases our love of God and neighbor.  
   
 
6. Why do we have to worship with other people? 
God made us social beings. He wants us to come together in community to worship Him. Jesus said, "Where two or 
three are gathered together in my name, there am I" (Matthew 18:20).  
   
 
7. What are the consequences for others if we stop going to Mass? 
James Stenson points out:  
   
“Our ancestors risked persecution, even death, to be able to take part in Mass. When you have children someday, they 
will need the graces and strength that come from the Mass. If you fail to pass it on because of your own indifference, you 
will do the gravest injustice to them and to God. You have the power to snuff out, in one generation, the faith that has 
sustained your family for generations. This is an enormous responsibility. You will have to answer to God for it.”  
   
 
8. The benefits of Mass. 
If we give God a chance, He will help us experience the tremendous benefits of the Mass and the Eucharist. James 
Stenson writes:  
   
“Be patient. Bring an attitude of prayer and thanksgiving to Mass, and you will reap great spiritual riches: consolation, 
confidence, peace, deep happiness, and spiritual strength for the challenges of life.”  
   
Mother Teresa once wrote: "Jesus is my God/ Jesus is my Spouse/ Jesus is my Life/ Jesus is my Everything. Because 
of this, I am never afraid." Mother Teresa went to Mass every day. If we love the Mass as she did, we, too, will live in 
Jesus and he in us, and will we never be afraid.

Sponsorship Certificate/ Letters of Eligibility 
 
Godparents and sponsors, together with the parents must be willing to help the baptized grow in love for 
Christ and neighbor. By word and example, the godparents will encourage the candidate to live the Chris-
tian life and fulfill faithfully the obligations connected with it. (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874). 
 
 
A sponsor must: 
 

be at least 16 years of age. 
have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist & Confirmation. 
if married, must have been married in the Catholic Church. 
attend Mass faithfully participating in the life and support of the Church, receiving the   
Eucharist, and leading a life according to the teachings of the Church.  
be registered at the Parish of St. Pio of  Pietrelcina for at least six (6) months prior to the request.  

 
Please note, if you received all your sacraments at St. Pio of Pietrelcina years ago but now live elsewhere, 
you are a member of the parish in whose territory you reside. This is where the sponsor certificate must be 
obtained.
