We are all praying together for everyone’s
needs! Their radio stations broadcast throughout the country reach an estimated 250 mil-
lion potential listeners, and their Phone App is accessible throughout the world. They also
pray the Chaplet of Divine Mercy at 4:00 pm E.S.T. with the same format, hosted by
Drew Mariani. The other programs | enjoy greatly are: Cale Clark’s: The Faith Explained,
and The Cale Clark Show; The Inner Life, and others. The nice thing about many of their
programs is that you can go to their home page and play several of the programs that are
available to play again by their On Demand Feature. There are many other worth-while
programs. | encourage everyone who can to check it out!

Also, within the past week, | discovered another Catholic/Christian cell
phone App called: HALLOW. This App has several wonderful programs,
and | am just discovering them. There are several versions of the rosary
you can listen to. A great one that | enjoy, when | have time, is the Scrip-
tural Rosary, prayed by Jonathan Roumie (the actor who plays Jesus on
the movie series: The Chosen).

Letters of Eligibility
Godparents and sponsors, together with the parents
must be willing to help the baptized grow in love for
Christ and neighbor.

« attend Mass faithfully participating in the life
and support of the Church, receiving the Eu-
charist, and leading a life according to the
teachings of the Church.

e be registered at the Parish of St. Pio of
Pietrelcina for at least six (6) months prior to
the request.
