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             THE 10 INCREDIBLE SAINTS  
POPE FRANCIS CANONIZED ON MAY 15TH  
                                (part 1)  
 
Pope Francis canonized 10 new saints on Sunday, May 
15th.  Of these saints, he canonized 6 men and 4 women.    
3 of these saints are even martyrs!  Below are brief de- 
scriptions of their amazing lives.  

 
1)  Saint Anna Maria Rubatto-Born Feb. 
14, 1844, Maria Francesca Rubbato was  
an Italian nun and foundress of the Capu-
chin Sisters of Mother Rubatto.  She open- 
ed 18 of these Capuchin homes within a  
20-year time period.  She is known for her 
exemplary acts of charity towards the ill  
and infirm. St. Maria died of natural causes 
on Aug. 4, 1904 at age 59. Pope St. John 

Paull II beatified her in 1993, Her feast day is Aug 6.  
 

2) Saint Carolina Santocanale-Born on 
Oct. 2, 1852, St. Carolina Santocanale  
was also an Italian nun.  She gave her- 
self the name “Maria of Jesus” when she 
founded the Capuchin Sisters of the Im-
maculata of Lourdes.  The nun came  
from a family of nobility.  She received a 
very holy upbringing, especially through 
her mother’s influence, in her faith from  
a very young age.  St. Santocanale was 

also known for her exceptional works of charity for the poor 
and ill. She died on Jan 27, 1923 at age 70. Pope Francis  
beatified her in 2016.  Her feast day is Jan. 27th.  

 
3) Saint César de Bus-Born Feb.3, 1544, 
St. César de Bus was a French Catholic 
priest and founded two religious conger-
gations: the Christian Doctrine Fathers  
and the Daughters of Christian Doctrine.  
He is especially known for his work in  
catechetics, instructing communities  
where catechesis may not otherwise  
have been available.  St. César died on 

April 15, 1607.  Pope Paul VI beatified him in 1975.  His  
feast is April 15.  

 
4) Saint Charles de Foucauld-Born  
Sept 15, 1858, St. Charles de Foucauld  
was a calvary officer in the French army,  
a hermit, and a priest. The Church con- 
siders him a martyr, and he is known as 
the “Mystic of the Desert.” He was assas- 
inated in 1916 at age 58.  Pope Benedict 
XVI beatified him in 2005. His feast is Dec. 
1.  
 
5) Saint Devasahayam Pillai-Born April  
23, 1812, Bl. Devasahayam Pillai is the  
first lay Indian martyred and beatified.  He 
was killed at the age of 39 after upholding 
his Christian faith as an official in the court 
of the King of Travancore.  Pope Benedict 
XVI beatified him in 2012.  His feast is 
Jan.14.

                      Catholic Charities News 
Eight months have passed since Catholic Charities Tren-
ton appealed to parishes for donations to aid the 13,000 
Afghan refugees housed at the Joint Base McGuire-Dix-
Lakehurst. Since then, our donors and parishioners have 
contributed over $100,000 used to create recreational 
centers, theatres, barber shops and salons as well as sup-
ply medical needs like glasses and wheelchairs. Addi-
tionally, the community rallied with donations of 
clothes, games and toys delivered directly to the base. A 
big thank you to everyone who helped sustain these ref-
ugees who fled their country with only the clothes on  
their backs. Approximately 500 of our Afghan guests 
have now settled in NJ. The others have relocated 
through resettlement centers around the country. Catho-
lic Charities provides assistance with food, housing, cri-
ses counseling, drug addiction, domestic violence, and 
immigration services.

         Letters of Eligibility 
Godparents and sponsors, together with the parents 
must be willing to help the baptized grow in love for 
Christ and neighbor. By word and example, the god-
parents will encourage the candidate to live the 
Christian life and fulfill faithfully the obligations 
connected with it. (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874). 
 

A sponsor must: 
be at least 16 years of age. 
have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy 
Eucharist & Confirmation. 
if married, must have been married in the Cath-
olic Church. 
attend Mass faithfully participating in the life 
and support of the Church, receiving the   Eu-
charist, and leading a life according to the 
teachings of the Church.  
be registered at the Parish of St. Pio of  
Pietrelcina for at least six (6) months prior to 
the request.  

 
Please note, if you received all your sacraments at 
St. Pio of Pietrelcina years ago but now live else-
where, you are a member of the parish in whose ter-
ritory you reside. This is where the sponsor certifi-
cate must be obtained.
