ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE

NEW JERSEY BISHOPS

Reinstating the General Obligation to Attend
Mass

At this time, due to the observance of public
safety protocols and the increase in the availa-
bility of vaccines, we have begun a return to
some sense of normalcy in various sectors of
our society.

Therefore, we the Catholic Bishops of New Jer-
sey, are lifting the dispensation of the Sunday
and Holy Days Mass obligation beginning on
Saturday, June 5, 2021, and Sunday, June 6,
2021, Solemnity of the Most Holy Body and
Blood of Christ. We welcome the Christian faith-
ful to return to the regular participation in the
Sunday Eucharist, the source and summit of our
Catholic faith (cf. Code of Canon Law canon
1247 and Catechism of the Catholic Church, n.
2180).

This obligation does not apply to those who are
ill; those who have reason to believe that they
were recently exposed to the coronavirus or an-
other serious or contagious illness; those who
are confined to their home, a hospital, or nursing
facility; or those with serious underlying health
conditions. One should consult the local pastor
if questions arise about the obligation to attend
Mass (canon 87).

Finally, safety protocols (such as wearing
masks, social distancing, etc.) and liturgical di-
rectives in each New Jersey Diocese remains in
place until modified or revoked by the respective
Diocesan Bishop.

RECEIVING COMMUNION WITH A MASK ON

Please remember not to remove your mask until after the priest or Eucharistic Minister puts the Sacred Host
in your hand. Then step aside, lift your mask, consume the Host, and then immediately cover your face back
with the mask. Also, Holy Communion will be distributed in the hand. Anyone receiving on the tongue
please wait until all have received and then go to the end of the line of the priest distributing Communion.

Sponsor ship Certificate/ L etters of Eligibility

Godparents and sponsors, together with the parents must be willing to help the baptized grow in love for
Christ and neighbor. By word and example, the godparents will encourage the candidate to live the Chris-
tian life and fulfill faithfully the obligations connected with it. (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874).

A sponsor must:

be at least 16 years of age.

have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist & Confirmation.

if married, must have been married in the Catholic Church.

attend Mass faithfully participating in the life and support of the Church, receiving the

Eucharist, and leading alife according to the teachings of the Church. Q
o beregistered at the Parish of St. Pio of Pietrelcinafor at least six (6) months prior to the

request.

Please note, if you received all your sacraments at St. Pio of Pietrelcina years ago but now live elsewhere,
you are a member of the parish in whose territory you reside. This is where the sponsor certificate must be
obtai ned.
