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STEPS and FOUNDATION to the Church to be Repaired

Unless you look down at you walk into church, you probably haven’'t noticed that the steps are sorely in need of re-
pointing (replacing the mortar between the spaces on the steps). Also, a few corners on the granite steps have cracked
off and need to be repaired (note especialy the end closest to the statue of St. Pio). Additionaly, the stucco on the
foundation has worn away leaving the rebar within the concrete visible and rusting. And, a large piece has completely
fallen off at the south side of the front steps.

Repairs will take place during weekdays this month to be completed before Memoria Day. We ask that you walk with
care as you enter the church and observe any construction cones or signage warning you away from certain areas dur-
ing the repair. Remember, during the week, Monday — Friday, the Chapel is open for Private Prayer 6am — 6pm with
Daily Mass at 8:30am.
