Benefits of Frequent Confession 
Every sacrament imparts its own particular grace. The sacramental grace of confession is primarily the for-
giveness of sins, but it is also, secondarily, the spiritual strengthening of the soul. This is why it is called a sac-
rament of healing. It heals (reconciles) our relationships with God and with the Church, which have been 
wounded or broken by personal sin, and at the same time strengthens those relationships. When we break a 
bone, we go to the doctor for repair and healing, so that the bone is actually stronger at the breakpoint after the 
healing than it was before the injury. Something similar happens with confession. God pours out his strength-
ening grace in a special way on our souls. 

Now you can understand why the devil works so hard to keep us away from frequent, regular confes-
sion. If our relationship with God has been ruptured (by mortal sin, venial sin or habitual sins), the 
devil doesn’t want it reconciled. 
  

This sacrament, however, offers even more benefits to the soul than the sacramental graces of forgiveness and 
strengthening. Making a good confession requires self-reflection on a regular basis to help us understand our-
selves and grow spiritually. Most saints of the Church took advantage of the healing sacrament of confession. 
We have to discover and realize, with God’s help, how needy we really are. Going to confession is also like 
going to the gym and doing a major spiritual workout. Through the process of self-examination, repent-
ance, confession, and penance, we exercise every major spiritual-muscle group. These include helping us 
to grow in: 

·       faith, hope, love for God 
·       humility, being totally honest enough to name and confess our sins to God    
                   through His priests 
·       justice, prudence, fortitude (it takes courage to step into a confessional) 
·       a deeper realization of our self-centeredness and pride 
  

This sacrament is like a gymnasium for the soul. Frequent and regular workouts do wonders for our spir-
itual health. 
  
What to Confess? 
As we grow in our spiritual life in, we examine ourselves more carefully to uncover the hidden attitudes, judg-
ments, and intentions that are still self-centered and not Christ-centered. Scripture warns us that we do not 
know the day or hour of judgement (Mark 13:32) so let us be prepared. 
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COME, JOIN YOUR HEART WITH MINE! 
 
Jesus is calling YOU to join your heart with 
His through the Sacrament of Penance.  

Don’t be afraid. Join us for gentle and heart-
warming prayers, and let the Holy Spirit in-
spire you to experience a thorough examina-
tion of conscience. Ask God to bless you 
with the strength to avoid sin in the future, 
and feel the peace and exhilaration of God’s 
forgiveness!

Sponsorship Certificate/ Letters of Eligibility 
 
Godparents and sponsors, together with the parents must be willing to help the baptized grow in love for 
Christ and neighbor. By word and example, the godparents will encourage the candidate to live the Christian 
life and fulfill faithfully the obligations connected with it. (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874). 
 
 

A sponsor must: 
be at least 16 years of age. 
have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist & Confirmation. 
if married, must have been married in the Catholic Church. 
attend Mass faithfully participating in the life and support of the Church, receiving the   Eucharist, and 
leading a life according to the teachings of the Church.  
be registered at the Parish of St. Pio of  Pietrelcina for at least six (6) months prior to the request.  

 
 

Please note, if you received all your sacraments at St. Pio of Pietrelcina years ago but now live elsewhere, 
you are a member of the parish in whose territory you reside. This is where the sponsor certificate must be 
obtained.
