FROM FR. JOE:
       What is Grave Matter and What Makes a Sin Mortal

Some sins are easy to define in regard to whether or not they are mortal or venial, and others are more difficult. The 10 
Commandments contain a list of possible grave sins but even there a distinction must be made about how serious or 
grave the offense is.
           
Here is the issue that we must struggle with. The Catechism says that mortal sin destroys grace in the soul; it is death 
dealing to the soul, while a venial sin is not. Venial sins are lesser offenses against the law of God and the Church.

The gravity of the matter in each sin is based upon three things: 1) the harm done to God, 2) the harm done to the person 
committing the sin, and 3) the harm done to those the sin affects.

In order for a sin to be a mortal sin, you must: 1) know the offense is objectively grave, 2) you understand the gravity of 
the offence, 3) and you willingly go ahead with it and ignore the teachings of Christ and the Church. All three of these 
conditions must be present, not just 1 or 2 of them. Thus, while some sins involve grave matter, they may not be mortal 
if we did not know they were grave, or if we did not give full consent to them.

The best way to sort through it all is in the confessional with a holy and wise priest. As we grow in our prayer life and 
our love for God, and we continue to inform ourselves about God, then it is easier to distinguish what is grave and what 
is not.

Dear Parishioners:

      As we approach the end of 2021 you might be planning 
your end of year finances/taxes and charitable giving.  I 
would like to take this time for a reminder that you can con-
tribute directly from your IRA to our parish (or any other 
charity) and it can be beneficial to your personal taxes.  Be-
low is information from our investment firm:
      Do you want to benefit one or more charities during 
your lifetime and are age 70½ or older? If so, you can 
transfer up to $100,000 of IRA withdrawals each year di-
rectly to a qualified charity without recognizing these with-
drawals as income. This type of IRA withdrawal is known 
as a “Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD)” and it will 
count toward satisfying the required minimum distribution 
(RMD) you must take from your traditional IRA(s) each 
year after reaching age 70½.
      Several of your fellow parishioners have already taken 
advantage of this idea, contributing directly from their IRA to 
our parish (some do it in lieu of their weekly donations).  If 
you would like more information about how to do this or how 
we can split your donation between our parish and our other 
charities (Special Collections, Holiday & Holy Day Collec-
tions, Flowers, the Annual Catholic Appeal, or finishing your 
pledge to Faith to Move Mountains) please give me a call.
      I also have information on charitable stock transfers or 
remembering your parish in your will or trust.  Thank you for 
your continued support of our parish.

By word and example, the god-
parents will encourage the candidate to live the 
Christian life and fulfill faithfully the obligations 
connected with it. (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874). 
 

A sponsor must: 
be at least 16 years of age. 
have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy 
Eucharist & Confirmation. 
if married, must have been married in the Cath-
olic Church. 
attend Mass faithfully participating in the life 
and support of the Church, receiving the   Eu-
charist, and leading a life according to the 
teachings of the Church.  
be registered at the Parish of St. Pio of  
Pietrelcina for at least six (6) months prior to 
the request.
