However, a problem was
found with our amplifiers, they just don't have enough power anymore to carry the
sound through the system. The current system was installed in 2006. After careful
consideration we have made the decision to replace the system entirely. Our hope
and prayer isthat we can receive delivery and installation of the new system before
| Christmas. The cost of the new system is $45,000.
