From Fr. Joe
SAINT JOHN CHRYSOSTOM

John Chrysostom was an illustrious Archbishop of Constantinople in the
5th Century and is considered as an eminent “Early Church Father’. He is
renowned for his denunciation of abuse of authority by both political lead-
ers and ecclesiastical authorities, his ascetic sensibilities, his public
speaking, thoughts and preaching. His name means “Golden Mouthed”.
Going by the quality of his surviving writings, Chrysostom was a prolific
writer of his time, exceeded only by ‘Augustine of Hippo’. In the Catholic,
Anglican and Eastern Orthodox Churches he has been honored as a
saint.

Chrysostom lived at a time not unlike our own, when greed and corruption
were rampant; the rich grew richer and the poor poorer; the wealthy feasted and spent money reck-
lessly while the lower classes starved or groaned under crushing debt; and no one call the powerful
to account. He treated with primary importance the Lord’s warning that our salvation depends on
how we treat the poor, who are the embodiment of Christ.

Saint John Chrysostom:

“Happiness can only be achieved by looking inward and learning to enjoy whatever life has and this
requires transforming greed into gratitude”.

“Let none lament his poverty; for the universal Kingdom is revealed”.
“Let none bewalil his transgressions; for the light of forgiveness has risen from the tomb”.
“Let none fear death; for death of the Saviour has set us free”.

“Not to share our own wealth with the poor is theft from the poor and deprivation of their means of
life: we do not possess our own wealth, but theirs”.

“No matter how just your words may be, when you speak with anger, you ruin all: no matter how
boldly you speak, how fairly reprove, or what not”.

“Let no one mourn that he has fallen again and again, for
forgiveness has risen from the grave”.

“The Holy Scriptures were not given to us that we should enclose them in books, but that we should
engrave them upon our hearts”.

“Prayer is the place of refuge for every worry, a foundation for cheerfulness, a source of constant
happiness, a protection against sadness.”

John Chrysostom’s preaching, by word and example, exemplifies the role of the prophet to comfort
the afflicted and to afflict the comfortable. For his honesty and courage, he paid the price of a turbu-
lent ministry as bishop, personal vilification, and exile.

St. John is the patron of orators, preachers and speakers, education and epilepsy.
