Dear Parishioners of St. Pio of Pietrelcina and Sacred Heart Parishes, 
 
 
 There seems to be a lot of talk going around that there is a plan for the linkage between St. Pio and 
Sacred Heart to be severed, and St. Pio to be given a resident Pastor.  There is simply no basis in truth to 
these rumors.  There is also no plan to merge St. Pio and Sacred Heart Parishes in the near future.  We are 
two parishes, linked through one pastor and a shared staff, until the Bishop decides otherwise.  I hope we can 
settle into this current reality and work together. 
 
 You can always approach me or call me directly if you have concerns.  However, in order to devote 
the majority of my time to the spiritual needs of both parishes, I have entrusted specific responsibilities to 
members of the staff who tend to these duties under my supervision.  Marta Barkhausen serves as the Busi-
ness Administrator.  She is in charge of finances, buildings and maintenance, and coordinates weddings for 
both parishes.  John Paglione is the Director of Liturgy, Lay Ministries and Catechesis at both parishes.  Car-
oline Woodrow is the Director of Music.  Please contact the appropriate staff person first with your ques-
tions, to get involved in these areas of parish life, or to discuss your needs.  
 
 I realize that the transition over the last few years to having a shared staff person for liturgy has been 
a little rocky.  There are some hurt feelings lingering from times when servers, Extraordinary Ministers of 
Holy Communion, and other liturgical volunteers were pushed aside during funeral, weddings, and weekend 
masses.  This happened mostly during the time of previous pastors who were seeking the best ways to man-
age two parishes.  This will not be the case with me at either of our parishes. John Paglione’s role as Director 
of Liturgy will be to let the local lay liturgical ministers function in their respective parishes and not replace 
anyone, unless there is no one willing to serve at the parish.  He is to be a resource and helper at both parish-
es.  He coordinates the weekend and weekday priest schedules for both parishes, and he will work with Joyce 
Kobylarz, who has agreed to be the Ministries Coordinator, trainer and scheduler at St. Pio Parish. 
 
 The situation with liturgical ministries has been complicated during the last 18 months by the precau-
tions required by COVID-19.  I felt that it was important at both parishes to have a minimum number of 
servers and readers, so they would be familiar to you; but also so that as few people as possible would be ex-
posed to the spreading virus.  I am so grateful for the few dedicated parishioners who worked with John Pa-
glione to serve the community at liturgy during this perilous time and to  sanitize the churches after each 
Mass.  
  
 Thank you for your kind attention to my message, and for your generous response to my invitation to 
work together.  I am very appreciative to all of our parishioners and to our devoted Parish staff who do their 
best to serve the parish communities.

Sponsorship Certificate/ Letters of Eligibility 
 
Godparents and sponsors, together with the parents must be willing to help the baptized grow in love for 
Christ and neighbor. By word and example, the godparents will encourage the candidate to live the Christian 
life and fulfill faithfully the obligations connected with it. (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874). 
 
 

A sponsor must: 
be at least 16 years of age. 
have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist & Confirmation. 
if married, must have been married in the Catholic Church. 
attend Mass faithfully participating in the life and support of the Church, receiving the   Eucharist, and 
leading a life according to the teachings of the Church.  
be registered at the Parish of St. Pio of  Pietrelcina for at least six (6) months prior to the request.  

 
 

Please note, if you received all your sacraments at St. Pio of Pietrelcina years ago but now live elsewhere, 
you are a member of the parish in whose territory you reside. This is where the sponsor certificate must be 
obtained.
