From Fr. Joe: 
       Part 2 

Why The Saints Are Important In Our Lives 
 
      One could draw analogies that show how, even from a secular point of view, people honor others who 
lived in earlier times and have since died. We might think of Abraham Lincoln or George Herman “Babe” 
Ruth or Martin Luther King Jr. or Elvis Presley or any number of others who, more or less, impacted society 
and the world in a variety of diverse ways. Learning about these people, if they led virtuous lives, can have a 
positive impact on us in the present. They can serve as worthy role models. However, not everyone admired 
by popular culture led a virtuous life. Many set the wrong kind of example through an egocentric life of vice 
and thus have led the unwary into deadly traps. 
      The saints, however, stand out in luminous distinction. These are people who, in union with Christ and 
filled with his Spirit, led lives of heroic virtue rooted in faith, hope, and charity. Their life was centered on 
one Person: the Son of God who became man and died for the redemption of mankind. The lives of the saints 
were governed by “the way and the truth and the life” (Jn 14:6), Jesus Christ, whose leadership is the way of 
service and example, the way of perfection, mercy, and love. Therefore the saints were generally not popular 
cultural figures who somehow left their mark. Although often unknown to the worldly multitude, their lives 
hidden in God, the saints are unrepeatable, unique and exemplary examples of what it means to live human 
life to its fullest. They show us not only the true goal of humanity but how that goal is attained. In virtue of 
their total union with Christ, the saints consistently offer humankind a pattern of blessed life worthy of dupli-
cation. 
      The saints—all of them—are models of human excellence. They demonstrate by their lives how to really 
live and how to really die. They consistently point to the horizon of love which leads to the fulfillment of all 
human desire: eternal communion with the Holy Trinity: God the Father; the Son sent into the world by the 
Father in order to engage in total solidarity with humankind and, by voluntarily sacrificing his body and 
blood on the cross, gift us with life in abundance; the Holy Spirit, who is the Love of Father and Son personi-
fied, is sacramentally infused into the hearts of men in order to bestow upon us the gift of a share in the di-
vine life of God, and build men up into the body of Christ, the Church. The saints’ lives shout of God’s glory 
and the path to him Who lies beyond death yet meets us, consoles us, fills us and guides us with his own di-
vine light in the present. The Saints Intercede for The Faithful 
      Nevertheless, the saints offer more than simply serving as exemplary role models and guides to a fruitful 
and happy life. By their intercessory prayer, the saints help us in direct and concrete ways. This human assis-
tance from the heavenly realm is not to be attributed solely to the power of the saints, of course, for that 
would be a kind of false worship, but primarily to the power of God, whose face they unceasingly gaze upon 
in total and consuming love. It is God who primarily acts and brings about a particular positive outcome/
change in our lives in answer to prayer, whatever it may be, even if we do not recognize it for what it is or 
mistake it for something it is not; it is the saints, our friends in prayer, who plead before God on our behalf in 
order to obtain the divine assistance of God.

To take Communion from Mass to homebound family members, go to the sacristy after Mass with your pyx.  Ask the 
priest/minister to get you a host from the tabernacle.

Sponsorship Certificate/ Letters of Eligibility 
 
Godparents and sponsors, together with the parents must be willing to help the baptized grow in love for 
Christ and neighbor. By word and example, the godparents will encourage the candidate to live the Christian 
life and fulfill faithfully the obligations connected with it. (cf. Code of Canon Law, c. 872-874). 
 

A sponsor must: 
 

be at least 16 years of age. 
have received the Sacraments of Baptism, Holy Eucharist & Confirmation. 
if married, must have been married in the Catholic Church. 
attend Mass faithfully participating in the life and support of the Church, receiving the   Eucharist, and 
leading a life according to the teachings of the Church.  
be registered at the Parish of St. Pio of  Pietrelcina for at least six (6) months prior to the request.  

 

Please note, if you received all your sacraments at St. Pio of Pietrelcina years ago but now live elsewhere, you 
are a member of the parish in whose territory you reside. This is where the sponsor certificate must be ob-
tained.
